ADVERTISEMENTS REGULATION.

Regulations made under section 6 of the Advertisements Regulation
Ordinance. :

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Advertisements and Hoardings
"Regulations.

“ Highway *’ includes any street, road, bridge, carriage way, pier and pave-
ment to which the public have access;

Such plans
and sections shall be sufficient to show the construction and location of the hoarding
" with regard to the adjacent highway and houses, if any, and be accompanied by
" a statement of the height of the hoarding and of the materials of which it is to be
constructed. '

4. No persbn shall erect a hoarding so that any portion of it is at less distance
from a highway than 1} times the maximum height of the hoarding from the ground.

5. The owner of, and, in his default, any person in receipt of any rents or profits
from the use of any hoarding shall maintain such hoarding in a proper state of
repair and security to the satisfaction of the Warden, failing which the Warden
may remove such hoarding at the expense of the owner, and in his default, of any
‘person in receipt of any rents or profits from the use of such hoarding. The removal
by the Warden of such hoarding shall not relieve the owner from any of the penalties
provided for under the Ordinance.

6. The owner of every hoarding shall exhibit and keep exhibited his naime and
address in a conspicuous position on the front thereof and in such character as to
be clearly legible. Written notice of any change of such ownership shall be given
to the-Warden by the new owner within 30 days.

7. No person shall exhibit or cause to be exhibited on any hoarding, or on any
wall, fence, gate or other place any advertisement that is not placed on or upon

or affixed to such hoarding, wall, fence, gate or other place in a secure, neat, and
orderly manmer. ‘

15. Applications to the Wardens for the permits referred to in Regulations 3 and
14 shall be in the forms set out in Schedule I to these Regulations. Copies of
these forms may be obtained at any Warden’s Office. _

16, These Regulations shall not apply to (i) any advertisement on any cart,
carriage or other vehicle, (ii) any advertisement on any board, support or framework

carried by any person.

17. These Regulations shall not apply to the City. of Port-of-Spain or to the
Boroughs of San Fernando and Arima. )
