(2) On Saturdays, Sundays and Public Holidays, and on
other days between 5.00 p.m. and 6.00 a.m. overtime fees for one
hour in excess of the actual time occupied in performing the
service required (subject to a minimum of two hours in all) shall
be paid in respect of each officer employed so as to cover the time
spent in travelling to and from the place of employment.

(3) Where arrangements have been made for summoning
an officer and no demand is ultimately made for his service a
fee equivalent to two hours overtime shall be paid to the Comp-
troller.”;
