section5amended 4. Section 5(2) of the Act is amended by deleting the
word “three” and substituting the word “nine”.

Retrospective 5. This Act is deemed to have come into force on
application June 30, 2001.

New sectioninserted 6. The Act is amended by inserting after section 16
the following new section:

“validationof ~ 17. Notwithstanding any law to the
certain contrary, any action taken by a bailiff
under this Act from September 30, 2001 to
the date of commencement of the Bailiffs
Actno.140f (Amendment) Act, 2001 which may be
2001 found to be unlawful due to the non-
registration of a bailiff in accordance with
section 5 of this Act is deemed to have
been lawfully and validly performed and
no legal proceedings whether pending or
not shall be entertained in respect of the
lawfulness or validity of such action.”.
