Duration 2. This Order has effect on Tuesday, 31st August, 1982 from
6.00 am. to 12.00 noon.
Parking 3. (1) From 6.00 am. to 10.00 a.m. no person may park any
prohibited  vehicle on the following roads: —
‘;ﬁaf;;”a‘“ (a) Queen’s Park West, between Queen’s Park East and
Cipriani Boulevard;
(b) Chancery Lane, between Keate Street and Queen’s Park
West;
(¢) Dere Street, except for taxis plying for hire from the taxi
stand on the western side;
(d) Albion Street;
(e) Gordon Street.
(2) During the hours specified in this subparagraph, no person
may park on the following roads: —
(a) Frederick Street, between Queen’s Park West and Park
Street, from 8.00 a.m. to 10.00 a.m.;
(b) Park Street, between Frederick Street and St. Vincent
Street, from 6.00 a.m. to 11.00 am;
(¢) Tragarete Road from 6.00 am. to 12.00 noon;
(d) Western Main Road from its junction with Tragarete
Road to its junction with Long Circular Road from
6.00 a.m. to 12.00 noon.
One-way 4. (1) From 6.00 am. to 10.00 a.m., vehicles travelling along
trafic Chancery Lane between Albion Street and Queen’s Park West shall

-proceed in a northerly direction.

(2) From 9.00 am. to 10.00 a.m., vehicles travelling along
Keate Street between Pembroke Street and Chancery Lane shall pro-
ceed in a westerly direction.
