{( (3) Except as provided in the foregoing sub-
sections of this section no person shall operate any motor 
omnibus for hire or reward on any roads. 

( 4) Any licence issued inrespect of a motor omni-
bus to be operated under the authority of a concession 
approved by the Licensing Authority shall cease to be 
of any effect on the tennination of the concession under 
which any such vehicle has been operated, and the 
Licensing Authority shall authorise an appropriate 
rebate (if any) of the relevant licence duty,"
