" 38. A person who contravenes any of the provisions of this Order is Offence 
guilty of an offence and is liable on summary conviction to a fine of five hundred 
dollars or to imprisonment for three months. 
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39. Without prejudice to any other liability incurred by the commission 
of a summary offence, vehicles found parked in contravention of this Order 
may be removed by the Police and impounded and dealt with in accordance 
with section 108(I)(b) of the Motor Vehicles and Road Traffic Act.
