(@) shall not accept payment for any
transaction after three o'clock in the
afternoon except where a member of
the public desirous of transacting such
business was in the office at the said
three o'clock;

(b) may with the approval of the Minister
by notification published in the Gazette
and at least one daily newspaper in
circulation in Trinidad and Tobago—

(i) close the Office of the
Registrar General for the
transaction of business on
any working day; or

(i) alter the length of the period
referred to in subsection (1)
for the transaction of business
on any working day.”.
